Framework provides an ‘internal compass’ for guiding teachers designing student

learning. It incorporates the most recent evidence and understandings about

learning. Members of our staff are reflecting on the 18 elements of how we

teach and working together to develop quality teaching and learning — and it

doesn’t always look like it did when we were at school!

One element is:

Create safe conditions for rigorous learning: developing democratic relationships.

Teachers discuss and share power and decisions in classrooms.

Teacher Actions might include...

e Modelling respectful listening

e Frame conversations to focus on learning and empower learners to contribute
to decision making

e Ensuring students listen to each other

e Model fair voting

e Encourage all to act as leaders, teachers and learners.

Student Actions might include...

e Think about when to work with others and when to work alone

e Listen to others and give thoughtful feedback

e Think about the feedback they are given and choose how to use it

Strive to be an active class member

To enable this to happen teachers might develop class routines and processes

through discussions with students. They clearly define sharing of responsibility

for tasks, work commitments, deadlines and planning schedules.

Teaching and learning is a key focus at Murray Bridge North School and our

teachers are committed to improving their practice.
