Reading every day will have the greatest positive impact on students 
and their learning. Congratulations to our students have read for 
more than 100 nights so far this year and to those students who have 
read for more than 130 consecutive nights. 
 
The staff and I appreciate that the reading expectation takes a huge 
effort at home. Thank you to the parents who have been able to 
maintain this.

We have recently revised our School Improvement Plan and have 
added other areas for improvement. This includes our desire to 
ȬÄevelop and promote staff and student wellbeing ȟȭ ÔÈÁÔ ÉÓ 
improving the wellbeing and everything else in learning flows from 
that.
